Staff Health and Wellbeing Policy and Procedure

Policy Statement
Health United strives to create a place that is warm and genuine. We see our staff as an extension of our family and take great responsibility for ensuring their health and wellbeing. We appreciate our staff’s passion for their jobs and advocate a healthy work-life balance. We understand the challenges that life and work can place on each individual and how every team member can impact and contribute to the health of others and the environment. Therefore, the purpose of the Staff Health and Wellbeing Policy at Health United is to make it a focus of our organisation to support our staff’s physical and mental health, to promote and support healthy work and life balance for all staff, and to encourage positive physical and mental health that will be reflected within the culture of our organisation.

Scope
This policy applies to patients, staff, management, medical professionals and students of Health United.

Background
Apart from providing a source of income, work plays an important part in all our lives. Work provides a sense of purpose. A social connection enables personal achievement, promotes self-esteem and builds friendships. Often, we spend more hours in our week at work than at home, so if the workplace has high levels of stress, is unsupportive of our changing lives (children, bereavement, family/personal relationship problems, money worries) and provides no support or work/life balance, then it is inevitable that this may affect one’s mental and physical health.
Where the workplace has an open-door policy, flexibility is offered if possible. A work-life balance is encouraged, staff are made to feel included, supported and valued, and the culture is inclusive and welcoming. Work can also have a significant positive effect on a person’s mental and physical health. Health United believes we have a duty of care to all our staff to strive for a workplace that encompasses all the best aspects of a positive work environment.

Principles that Inform our Policy
All decision-making about our Staff Health and Wellbeing Procedure is carried out in accordance with the principles of our Staff Health and Wellbeing Policy.

· We all have a role to play in creating an environment that supports and promotes this within the service as a whole and as individuals.
· We understand that physical and mental health is a continuum that moves up and down individually and as a group. Our procedures strive to support all staff within that continuum.
· Staff who are safe and well and working in supportive environments are able to provide the best possible service to our patients.
· Our commitment to governance and leadership is enabled through our service philosophy, policies and procedures.

General considerations
· Everyone in the workplace has a responsibility to promote and maintain a healthy workplace.
· The responsibility for staff wellbeing also rests with leadership.
· Leaders will act to improve the mental health of all staff by looking at the cultural, structural and environmental factors within the organisation that might support or hinder staff wellbeing.
· Confidentiality in the management of any wellbeing-related employee matters must be maintained.

Considerations for the physical environment
· Provide healthy eating choices in the workplace by addressing healthy physical settings, such as food storage and preparation areas.
· Provide an opportunity for engaging socially with peers by providing staff rooms, break-out areas or outdoor seating areas.
· Provide access to information and resources that increase worker knowledge and awareness around key health areas.

Considerations for Safety and Hygiene
· Provide a smoke-free work environment and encourage and support staff to quit smoking.
· Staff may be experiencing domestic and family violence and its aftermath may impact their attendance at work or their ability to perform work duties.
· The pandemic has impacted the mental health and wellbeing of many people, so strict adherence to COVID-19 safe practices is critical.
· Health United will ensure they are meeting its Workplace Health and Safety (WHS) requirements to avoid injury or illness.
· Information on various support services, such as the Black Dog Institute, Beyond Blue, and Lifeline, will always be readily available.
